PURPOSE AND INTENT
The Lincoln County Health Department requests bids for lawncare and grounds maintenance services. The expected services and products are described in this Request for Bids (RFB). The intent of this RFB is to award a contract to that responsive and responsible bidder whose bid proposal, conforming to this RFB, is most advantageous to the Lincoln County Health Department in accordance with Kentucky public contract laws. The contract shall be awarded for a period of one year. Bidders are required to submit a sealed bid proposal in response to the needs outlined in the RFB.

AREA
The Lincoln County Health Department facility, located at 44 Health Way in Stanford, Kentucky, includes approximately one half-acre of exterior land property to be maintained.
SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT
The Contractor shall provide all necessary equipment or tools needed for weekly lawn and grounds maintenance. The Lincoln County Health Department shall provide any landscaping material supplies for additional requests outside of general weekly maintenance. Lincoln County Health Department shall not be liable or responsible in any way for the damage or loss of equipment stored or used on the facility. 
INSURANCE AND SECURITY
Contractors at county facilities are required to be insured. Contractor will maintain adequate liability insurance on its employee ($300,000.00) and workers’ compensation coverage on all employees and furnish proof of workers compensation coverage and liability insurance coverage to health department. Any and all fees for the Contractor’s insurance are the responsibility of the Contractor. 
SCOPE OF WORK 
The Contractor will have direct responsibility for the completion and quality of lawn maintenance services at the facility. All work shall be supervised by the Contractor’s personnel who will coordinate efforts with Facility Managers at Lincoln County Health Department. The Facility Managers shall monitor the services provided and if found to be unsatisfactory, work shall be performed at no additional cost to Lincoln County Health Department. 
The Contractor shall provide lawn care and maintenance services during the months of April through October for exterior land areas as outlined in the scope below:
Weekly maintenance services, as needed July - October and April – June (maintenance services not to exceed 30 weeks per fiscal year)
· Mow grass areas 
· Edging and/or weed eating 
· Blow clippings and lawn debris from hard surface areas
Additional services, as needed at an additional rate (upon request from Facility Managers)
· Trimming of small trees, shrubs, and plants as needed
· Lawn fertilization
· Floral landscaping of flower bed at building entrance and parking divider
· Mulch application of flower bed at building entrance and parking divider
· Additional services as requested by Lincoln County Health Department
INVOICES, BILLING AND PAYMENT
Contractor shall supply the Lincoln County Health Department with a completed W9 for tax reporting purposes. Contractor shall submit invoices for services on a monthly basis and Lincoln County Health Department will submit a check payable upon receipt of invoice to Contractor.
